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Waterford Sports Partnership 
Return to Participation Grant 2021 
CRITERIA
WSP aims to support volunteers and develop opportunities for people to participate in organised sport. This small scale grant aims to support clubs and organisations in enabling their community to become more active and to increase participation levels. 

The specific target groups for this grant are People with a Disability, Youth, Women and Community. Proposed initiatives should provide opportunities for existing members and/or attract new members to enhance ongoing participation. 

                                            GRANT GUIDELINES
The total grant fund available is limited for each target group with a maximum allocation for any club of €1000. 
The process for shortlisting will be on demonstrating sustainability and impact on participation. Guidelines are listed below.
· Initiatives proposed must demonstrate how they will increase participation within  one of the target groups: Youth, Disability, Women, Community.
· Open day/Come & Try Initiatives, Social leagues or tournaments will only be considered as part        of a sustainable programme to increase membership or physical activity opportunities.
· Equipment and costs such as; bibs, cones, balls, first aid, referee fees, insurance for activities etc. may be required for specific participation initiatives and can be included in your application.
· Clubs/Organisations can utilise this fund to pay for external tutors to deliver activities. Project/initiative must be covered under the club’s/organisation insurance.
· Applications from clubs who allocate financial and/or benefit in kind support towards the project will have a greater chance of success.
Examples of eligible projects:-

· Once a week community social competition for existing and new members eg: Tag rugby/social soccer/GAA.
· Six week come and try it activity programme for new girls aged between 8-12.
· Liaising with a community fitness provider to lead a 6 week programme or activity sessions for target group. 
· Indoor based club purchasing outdoor equipment to enable an outdoor youth programme to take place.

Ineligible costs include
· Club affiliation fees and travel costs.     
· Costs such as entertainment or prizes for the initiative will not be funded.
Who can apply? To be eligible organisations/clubs must:
· Be based in Waterford City or County and be affiliated to a Sport Ireland recognised NGB, proof to be provided,
or disability organisation.
· Have policies and practices that encourage participation regardless of gender, age, race or ability.
· Where applicable, clubs must have attended, or commit to attending Child Welfare and Disability Awareness training. Grants cannot be drawn down until this training has been completed.

Grant Information
· Each application will be dealt with on a case by case basis.
· 50% Funding will be paid in advance for successful projects with final 50% paid upon completion.
· The decision of the grants committee is final.
Successful applicants
· Successful clubs/organisations must comply with any reasonable request regarding publicity from WSP.
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Closing date for receipt of applications is Friday 25th June 2021.
